The tangible
and hands-on service, in turn, provides the learning process, with an extra
boost. In the Service-Learning approach, all parties involved are seen as
learners and teachers, as well as servers and served.

Service-Learning allows participants to share in the responsibility for their
own learning, to make connections between the service they are engaged
in and the learning to be gained from it. The learning that occurs is beyond
what the classroom or community service can provide. The challenge is to
respect the local service situation for what it can teach and to encourage
participants to be their best, to listen, to explore, to learn, to share about
their learning and gain increased capacity for self-directed learning.
